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Colorguard Class and Rehearsal Expectations
· Development of individual basics including flag, rifle, and sabre skills and techniques.

· Development of basic movement and dance skills and techniques.

· Development of skills including timing of equipment and body movement.

· Development of marching skills and techniques.

· Full Participation in all Colorguard and Marching Band activities including:  class, rehearsals, parades, pep rallies, football games, marching contests, etc.

Conduct and Rehearsal Guidelines
· All students must follow the guidelines in the KISD Student Handbook.

· Students must show good rehearsal etiquette by being a good team player. Practice sections of the show or fundamentals while the director works with another section of the band or Colorguard and do so without talking.

· Students should show proper respect to ALL Directors, whether it be the Colorguard Director, Band Directors, Marching Technicians, or any student in a leadership position. 

· Any negative or disrespectful response to a Director or Leader will result in disciplinary action.

· Students must stay on task during rehearsal and maintain proper posture while rehearsing.

· Students may not talk or interrupt the focus of any rehearsal.
· Students must NOT let anyone outside of Colorguard touch their equipment or belongings for any reason unless instructed to do so by the Colorguard Director.

· Students must keep a watchful eye on any school-owned equipment or materials.

· Disorderly behavior and abusive language, including profanity, racial slurs, sexual harassment, etc., will not be tolerated and may result in disciplinary action.

· Students are expected to arrive at rehearsal 15 minutes prior to the beginning of rehearsal. Lateness will not be tolerated. If a student is to be late due to tutorials, unexpected emergency, etc., a note will be required from the student’s teacher or parent.

· If tardiness can not be avoided and the student is aware that he/she will arrive late, the student is required to call the Colorguard Director’s cell phone and inform the Director of the reason for their lateness. Leave a message if the Director does not answer. 

· Missing rehearsal is not tolerated. If a student must miss a rehearsal due to an unavoidable situation, the student is required to notify the Colorguard Director and Band Directors 48 hours in advance with a phone call and written note from a parent. The student must have direct contact with a Director. Telling another student instead will not suffice. Missing a rehearsal affects the entire Band and Colorguard, not just the individual student, and hinders the success of the program.

· Constant tardiness or absences from rehearsal may result in the permanent removal of the student’s performance spot.

· Any student who does not choose to comply with these rules may be removed from the program and not allowed to return to the program until the following school year. This will be at the Colorguard and Band Directors’ discretion.

Travel Conduct Guidelines and Expectations
· Students must follow any instruction given by a Director or parent chaperone. Disrespect towards either will result in disciplinary action.
· All students must adhere to all school rules in the KISD Student Handbook.

· All students participating with Klein Oak HS Marching Band and Colorguard program must realize they are representing a well known organization with a growing reputation for excellence. Therefore, any action they take during school or rehearsal, and even off-campus reflects on more than 200 other students involved in this program. Each student must conduct themselves in a manner that in conducive to this highly visible and respected program.
· All students should follow the same rules expected during the school day and rehearsals.

Eligibility Guidelines
· Students must maintain a grade average of no lower than 70 on a 0-100 grading scale for the preceding six-week grading period, in order to remain eligible to travel to an event with the Band and Colorguard. A waiver may be available if the student fails an Honors or AP level class.
· Any student that becomes ineligible may be placed on Alternate Status and may lose their performance spot for the remainder of the performance season. 

· A student may regain eligibility seven calendar days after the succeeding three-week evaluation period (progress report) if the student is passing ALL courses on the last day of the three week period.

· If the student regains eligibility, an evaluation of the student’s over-all performance and attitude will be made at the Colorguard Director’s discretion and he will decide whether the student will regain their performance spot.
Alternate Status

Alternate status indicates the student does not have full performance privileges. If a student is placed on alternate status, he/she may be placed only in certain parts of the show at the discretion of the Director. Students on alternate status are still required to attend all rehearsals and performances regardless of the amount of show the student performs in. A student may be placed on alternate status if:

· Student does not meet equipment or dance criteria

· Student does not meet marching criteria

· Disciplinary action

· Rehearsal etiquette requirements not met
· Excessive sitting out due to fatigue or exhaustion
Rehearsal Check List
These are materials required to fully participate at each rehearsal in the Klein Oak High School Colorguard. These materials are required with your student in mind, and promote the student’s success, safety, and well being.

___ Shorts (It is hot in Texas)

___ Sunscreen (We practice outside during the Fall semester)

___ Light-colored, form-fitting top (No dark colors allowed, no over-sized clothes)

___ Sports bra, or proper undergarments (Colorguard members are very active)
___ Tennis shoes with socks (NO FLIP FLOPS OR SANDALS)

___ Water jug (This is NON-NEGOTIABLE)

___ Equipment (Rifle, flag, sabre, etc.)

___ Gloves

___ Drill Sheet

___ Hat (If needed)

___ Sunglasses (If needed)

Health Issues and Things to Remember

· Colorguard members will not be allowed to drink carbonated drinks or sodas during rehearsal. Only Water or a sports drink will be accepted. This is for the student’s health and safety.

· Students should eat appropriate meals during rehearsal days. Skipping meals could result in exhaustion, extreme fatigue, or heat stroke during practice.

· Students should drink lots of water on days preceding and on the days of rehearsal to make sure their bodies are fully hydrated.

· If any student must sit out on several occasions due to the above reasons, they may be placed on alternate status.

· No long pants of any kind will be allowed at rehearsal. Not wearing proper attire to rehearsal may result in health risks and the student may be sent home from rehearsal if he/she is not wearing proper attire.
· Colorguard members must wear light-colored tops to reflect heat for their safety and comfort.

· Tennis shoes with socks will be the ONLY footwear accepted at rehearsal. Without the proper footwear, the student will not be able to participate at rehearsal.
